BUDGET FOR POLICING LEICESTER,
LEICESTERSHIRE AND RUTLAND 2024-25

The budget for 2024-25 has been set at £243.15m, an increase of £13.2m
from 2023-24. The Government provides 56% of this figure and 44% comes
from local taxpayers. This means the amount of council tax a Band D
property will pay towards policing will increase by 25p a week.
